Activities are divided into seven aspects, including environmental sounds, instrumental sounds, body sounds, rhythm and rhyme, alliteration, voice sounds and finally oral blending and segmenting
Phase 2: Children to be taught the Phase 2 phonemes in the following order alongside the written grapheme.
Phase 3: Completes the teaching of the alphabet and moves on to sounds represented by more than one letter. The children will learn letter names and how to read and spell some tricky words.
Phase 4: Children learn to read and spell words containing adjacent consonants, revise and recall all Phase 2 and 3 phonemes and read and write CCVC and CVCC words.
Phase 5: The children broaden their knowledge of sounds for use in reading and spelling. They will begin to build word-specific knowledge of the spellings of words.
